OFFICIAL PROCEEDINGS
CITY OF HERREID, SOUTH DAKOTA
MAY 2, 2016

The Herreid City Council met in regular session Monday, May 2, 2016 at City Hall at 7:30 p.m.

Mayor David Kary called the meeting to order with the following members present: Adrienne Dupper, Troy Fuehrer, James Haak, Patti Vander Vliet and Gary Weismantel. Also present were Dale Weisbeck, maintenance; Tina Kary, Finance Officer; Orland Geigle, Prairie Pioneer.

Approved April bills. Moved by Weismantel, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, motion carried.

Approved April 4th & April 11th minutes. Moved by Haak, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, motion carried.

Vander Vliet did not seek re-election, and council thanked her for her service. An appointment will be made.

Administered the Oath of Office to Fuehrer, Haak and Weismantel.

Approved agenda. Moved by Dupper, second by Weismantel. All ayes, motion carried.

Made 2016-2017 appointments. Dale Weisbeck was appointed manager of the Water, Sewer, Streets, Rubble Site and Parks departments; Finance Officer-Tina Kary; Pool Mgr.-Weisbeck; Assistant-TBD; Cemetery-Perpetual Care, Willis Van Heukelom; Police-County Law; Animal Control Officer, Jill Strobel; Building Inspector, Mike Olson; NECOG Weismantel; Economic Development Board-Weismantel and T. Kary; WEB Water-D. Kary; Designated Bank-Campbell County Bank, Herreid; Newspaper-Prairie Pioneer; Finance Committee-Dupper and Weismantel; Recreation (pool and parks)-Dupper; Street Lighting-D. Kary and Weismantel; Rubble Site and Cemetery-Weismantel and Fuehrer; Community Betterment-Haak, Fuehrer and Weismantel; Ordinances: Haak and D. Kary; Skateland (CAG)-Weismantel; Code Enforcement-Mike Olson, Dupper and D. Kary; Building Permits-Dupper, Fuehrer and Haak. Moved by Weismantel to approve, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, motion carried.

Dupper nominated Weismantel for president, and Fuehrer nominated Dupper for president. Vote taken and Weismantel is president. Weismantel nominated Dupper for vice-president, and Haak moved that nominations cease and a unanimous ballot be cast, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, motion carried. 

Heard from Weisbeck that the Al Rogers sold his property on Tower St., and the new owner offered to give the rocks to the City. Weisbeck said they would work around the lagoon, and he would just have to load them and haul them out. Council agreed and thanked the property owner. The mayor asked Weisbeck if he hauled out any concrete from the rubble site to the crusher set up at Herreid Concrete. Weisbeck said he thought they left town, but Fuehrer said they were still working. Council members have some concern about space at the rubble site when/if some buildings are hauled out after being abated, but Weisbeck said he didn’t think hauling the concrete out would free up much space anyway.

Learned that repairs have been made to the north and south end of the dike, as required by the Corps of Engineers. Weisbeck will take photos of the completed work, and T. Kary will send to the Corps, and hopefully the City levy is brought back to active status soon. 

Learned that MDU plans a power outage on June 24th from 7 p.m. – 1 a.m. as the re-wire every transformer. They plan to advertise, do outbound calls and do what they can to make the public aware of the planned outage. 

Reviewed a proposal from Assoc. Pool Builders of Bismarck to paint the pool for $15,750. T. Kary advised that they could fit Herreid in their schedule this week, weather permitting, but if unable to get to the project now, it would likely have to wait until the fall. Moved by Weismantel to approve, second by Haak. All ayes, motion carried. T. Kary will advise.

Agreed to go back to eight, 1-hour swimming lesson sessions after previously deciding to add two classes. 

Met with Campbell Co. Ec. Dev. Coordinator Andrew Van Kuren, who introduced himself to the council and updated them on various projects going on around the county. He noted a new fertilizer plant is going up just north of Herreid, and plans to employ 8-10 people. He is working on giving the county a social media presence; housing continues to be an issue; there is a potential buyer for the former Road House Bar & Grill, who is planning to operate a café, and the dairy operation near Pollock looks to move forward. Council members asked various questions and there was some discussion on the wind farm. T. Kary asked if Phase II, which would have put towers in the Herreid School Dist., is moving forward, and Van Kuren noted it is not actively being pursued at this time. The board thanked him for his time and wished him luck, and Van Kuren advised if they had any concerns or ideas, to contact him any time.   

Learned that the additional insurance the council inquired about last month is already part of our enhancements under the current policy. Weismantel moved to accept the quote from the Campbell Co. Insurance Agency for $1,250 for the airport policy, and $25,007 for the commercial package policy. Moved by Weismantel, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, motion carried.

Discussed street repair options. Wenck Associates submitted a proposal to provided civil engineering services for $6,500. Terry Helms of Helms & Associates met with the mayor, Weisbeck and Kary to discuss various options. After reviewing the streets, Helms noted the City will have to fix some of the drainage issues around town, adding that chip sealing those areas without fixing the problems would not be a good use of the City’s money. Helms advised the finance officer to contact LTAP through the DOT office, noting their service are free, and they will come in and review the streets, make suggestions and said they also offer training on street maintenance and a variety of other topics. T. Kary contacted them, but the rep for this area is retiring, so they will have a supervisor contact her. The mayor noted it sound like the direction the City needed to go. Will wait to hear back. 

Code enforcement official Mike Olson completed inspections last week, and Notice & Order letters were issued to about 22 property owners, while 5 property owners have updated Olson or T. Kary on their plans or are making progress on their property clean up, so did not receive additional notices at this time, and another 5 property owners complied with the initial request so no further action. With the exception of one, all others have been given until August 1st to complete their clean up, and will have an opportunity to appeal. If no appeal is filed, or appeal is denied, they will be issued a citation and have to appear before a judge. Olson had serious safety concerns about the foundation of one structure, and property owner has agreed to an interior inspection, which Olson will schedule soon.  

Learned the Fitness Center was awarded a $1,000 Community Foundation grant to be used for a NuStep bike or a treadmill. The City previously received a donation of $1,000 with a stipulation that it could only be used for a NuStep bike (approx. $4,100) but requests have also been made for a new treadmill (approx. $2,500) Dupper will discuss with attendant Darlene Bates to see which equipment is needed more now, and hold off on the purchase of the other piece until next year. Will also have to surplus some equipment to make room for more.

Declared the week of May 23 as "Clean Up Week" and urge residents to clean up property, keep yards (and boulevards) mowed and weeds under control. Rubble Site will be open extended hours. It was noted that there is a lot of trash and mess at the spillway, and the mayor and Dupper will work on setting up a garbage receptacle that won’t blow away. If it is not used or doesn’t help the trash situation, it will likely be taken down.

Approved attendance at the Budget workshop in Aberdeen, July 13. Cost is $25 per person. Moved by Dupper to approve, second by Haak. All ayes, motion carried. 

Approved the Malt Beverage applications from Herreid Valu Market and Herreid Super Stop. Moved by Weismantel, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, motion carried.

Approved a request by Robert Weisbeck of The Water Hole to block off 2nd Ave. NW, just north of the bar, June 10th and 11th for the reunion. Moved by Dupper, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, motion carried.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Approved building permits: Greg Long, 208 7th Ave. NW, above-ground pool, east of garage; Doug Frisvold, 302 Tower St. NW, 18’x20’* carport in driveway and a 16’x10’ shed; Bud Brandner, 208 7th Ave. NW, 16’x10’ shed. (*It was noted that while Frisvold’s building permit stated 18’x20’ carport, it is more likely 40’ according to council members who saw it) Moved by Weismantel to approve, second by Haak. All aye, motion carried.  

Set the next meeting for Tuesday, June 7th @ 7:30 p.m.

At 8:51 p.m., Dupper moved to go into executive session for personnel, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, motion carried. At 9:45 p.m., the mayor declared them out of executive session. Upon coming out, the council hired the following pool personnel: Holly Schumacher, asst. manager, $10 per hour; Pending certification/re-certification: Kayla Mitzel, Micah Schaefbauer, Grace Goehring, Lanae Meidinger, Heidi Meidinger, Cassie Anderson, Faith Haak, Makendra Ochsner, Madalyn Schumacher and Justin Goetz, $9/hr. for the first 100 hours; $10/hr. for hours worked 101-200, and $11/hr. for all hours worked over 200. Paulina Haak, head lifeguard, $11/hr. Nicole Ochsner, after turning 15, office help, $8/hr. Moved by Dupper, second by Weismantel. All ayes, motion carried. 

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 9:58 p.m.
