OFFICIAL PROCEEDINGS
EMERGENCY MEETING
CITY OF HERREID, SOUTH DAKOTA
DECEMBER 2, 2015

The Herreid City Council met in emergency session Wednesday, Dec. 2, 2015 @ City Hall @ 5:30 p.m.

Mayor David Kary called the meeting to order with the following members present: Adrienne Dupper, Troy Fuehrer, James Haak and Patti Vander Vliet. Absent: Gary Weismantel. Also present were Tina Kary, finance officer and Dale Weisbeck, maintenance.

An emergency meeting was called due to the riser pipe to the water tower springing a leak, and the tower is draining at a pretty good pace. WEB Water has put the City on temporary by-pass so there has been no interruption in water services, but the tower cannot hold water at this time, which would be very serious in the event of a fire in town. 

Weisbeck & T. Kary have been working with Maguire Iron to get ideas and cost estimates, and they advised they can get a crew out here by Monday or Tuesday morning. They presented several options for the council to consider, but need to know the direction the City wants to go so they have the proper materials on hand when they get to town. 

At an estimated cost of $7,500-$8,500, they could patch the damaged area once they find it, but there’s no guarantee – it could hold for a week, months, or even years, but the pipe was new in 1981, and Maguire Iron has advised it has met its 35-year life expectancy. 

Replacement options include: Schedule 40 steel pipe (35-40 year life expectancy), $49,400; Schedule 80 steel pipe, $65,800 and Schedule 20 Stainless steel pipe, $74,600. Maguire Iron advised that they rarely use the last two options, with most clients opting for the Schedule 40 steel pipe.

T. Kary advised that the company would allow us to pay half now, and the balance in January, out of the 2016 Budget. Haak moved to go with option #1 for $49,400, second by Dupper. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried. T. Kary noted that the City is responsible for the excavation work, and T-P Excavating gave an estimate of about $500, as long as nothing unexpected was found. 
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There being no further business, Haak moved to adjourn at 5:41 p.m., second by Fuehrer. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried.
