OFFICIAL PROCEEDINGS
CITY OF HERREID, SOUTH DAKOTA
JUNE 7, 2016

The Herreid City Council met in regular session Tuesday, June 7, 2016 at City Hall at 7:30 p.m.

Mayor David Kary called the meeting to order with the following present: Adrienne Dupper, Troy Fuehrer, James Haak and Gary Weismantel. Also present were Dale Weisbeck, maintenance; Tina Kary, Finance Officer; Eugene Quaschnick; Orland Geigle, Prairie Pioneer (came in shortly after the start of the meeting)

Approved the agenda. Moved by Dupper, second by Weismantel. All ayes, motion carried.

Approved May 2nd minutes. Moved by Dupper, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, motion carried.

Weisbeck had nothing to report.

Approved May bills. Moved by Weismantel , second by Fuehrer. All ayes, motion carried.

Heard from Dupper that fitness center attendant Darlene Bates said a NuStep bike would be preferred, and there is equipment that can be removed to make room. Dupper moved to purchase a NuStep bike, second by Weismantel. Voting aye, Dupper & Weismantel. Voting nay, Haak & Fuehrer. Mayor broke the tie and voted for the purchase of the NuStep bike. Motion passed on a 3-2 vote. Finance officer was advised to get it ordered. Some equipment will be declared surplus, removed and sold or disposed of. 

Learned that no appeals were filed with the City in regards to Code Enforcement Official Mike Olson’s latest notice to property owners, who have until Aug. 1st to complete repairs and/or improvements as advised. 

Heard from T. Kary that Cliff Reuer of LTAP met with her and Weisbeck to review and discuss the City Streets. Reuer said Weisbeck has a good handle on which streets can benefit from a chip seal, and would be able to put together a simple 3-5 year plan on which streets should be worked on each year. Reuer noted that truck traffic on side streets is evident and there is no enforcement of a truck route, and more has to be done to keep the garbage truck from running down the same streets multiple times each week. He suggested hiring an engineer to handle the bidding, specs and testing of the materials through an independent, certified testing lab. Reuer said the City could look into Community Access Grant funds for the elevator road, and because it’s not a road used by residents, sometimes elevators are willing to pay the City’s share. Ted Dickey with NECOG advised T. Kary that Community Access Grants are “highly competitive,” and require the involvement of an engineer. The deadline for that application is July 15, so City will not apply this year. Council discussed various options for streets, and noted if the drainage isn’t fixed and water sets on the streets, it doesn’t pay to stick money into those streets. Weisbeck noted that doing the worst streets first is not the answer, as the streets that can be saved are the ones that have to be considered first. Weismantel moved to hire Terry Helms as engineer and to handle the specs and bidding of the project, second by Haak. All ayes, motion carried. Council does not plan to spend more than the $100,000 budgeted for this year, but will also request some cost estimates for streets that have to be completely rebuilt and may have to look at special assessments or other options to pay for it. Council advised T. Kary to contact Helms to begin work on plans for some repairs this year. 

Distributed Personnel Policies to council members and employees, who were advised to read, sign the acknowledgment page and return to the Finance Officer. 

Went into executive session at 7:57 p.m. to discuss personnel. Moved by Dupper, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, motion carried. Mayor declared them out of executive session at 8:05 p.m. Took no action.

Held the first reading of Supplemental Appropriations Ordinance #2016-03 to cover the $15,750 cost to paint the pool. Moved by Weismantel, second by Dupper. All ayes, motion carried. 

Reviewed information on possible grant funds for parks, playgrounds, pools, etc. T. Kary noted the City has been rejected in the past for these grant funds to replace the bath house at the pool, which is considered a low priority item. Higher priority items include playground equipment, walking trails, tennis/basketball courts, and other things that encourage physical activity. The grants are 50-50, and the minimum grant award is $10,000 (Project cost: $20,000) and the maximum that will be awarded is $75,000. Again, highly sought after grants that require cost estimates, but not necessarily an engineer, especially if seeking fuds for a “low priority” project. Council members were advised to consider and discuss further at the July meeting. Dupper noted an infant swing at the pool park is in bad shape, and she volunteered to purchase a new one to replace it. Mayor thanked her for the donation. 

Mosquito Spraying – No word yet on the mosquito control grant that T. Kary previously applied for. Council members noted mosquitoes have been bad, and they are receiving many complaints. Weisbeck reported he has sprayed twice this year, and council noted that was not enough and he should be spraying twice a week. Weisbeck said the mosquitoes are not even bad, and he has not received a single call or complaint about them, and if people have a problem with mosquitoes, they should call him directly. Mayor noted the council is advising him to spray more often, and Weisbeck noted council members could spray if they wanted to. Mayor noted mosquito spraying has been part of his maintenance duties for years, and wondered why he was having such a problem with it. Weisbeck said when he was hired, the City didn’t even do their own mosquito spraying. Council noted that once the City purchased their own mosquito spraying equipment, he had to know that was part of his duties as he was previously certified but let it lapse years ago. Weisbeck noted it was a hassle, and he had better things to do with his time, and he thought he was going to be compensated for doing it. Council advised that he is paid for his time, but he noted that he sprayed yesterday (Monday) and plans to take vacation later in the week, so won’t be paid overtime for his spraying time, just straight time. T. Kary noted that is City policy (and standard policy for many cities) to pay overtime only for hours WORKED over 40, so if an employee takes sick leave/vacation or there is a holiday during the week, they may not be paid overtime. Dupper noted someone volunteered to spray for mosquitoes before the reunion if they could use the City vehicle/chemical, and council noted that the individual probably holds several chemical certifications, but unlikely to have the one in public health, and also noted liability concerns. Council advised Weisbeck to spray at least one more time before the reunion, and he said he will try, depending on the weather. 

Reviewed the monthly Sewer Surcharge, as required every June per the City’s wastewater loan requirements. The rate was just increased by $1.15 to comply with the lender’s terms, so council agreed to leave surcharge at $14.00.

Learned that photos of the dike repairs have been sent to the Corps of Engineers, but no decision has been made yet on whether or not the Herreid project will be back on active status. 

Learned that T. Kary will be working on the 2017 Budget, and she asked about any projects or large purchases the council may be considering. Streets repairs were noted, and a new mower was also mentioned. It was also noted that the interior of City Hall should be painted. 

Approved a request from the Campbell Co. Bank to designate the Community Center as part of their emergency plan. When the request was made, T. Kary advised that the Community Center, while it does not have a generator, would likely be a gathering place for residents that may need it during an emergency. They explained it would be more in the terms if a fire/tornado took out the bank, they may need to temporarily operate out of the Community Center. Council agreed to the request, but noted they would not be given special preference, and the council would have to make the call based on the needs of the city/community at the time.

Agreed to offer free swimming July 4th, 1- 5 p.m., but the pool will be closed that evening. Decided to close the pool during Saturday’s parade, but open 15 minutes after the parade’s completion.

Learned that volunteers Louise Quaschnick and Kathy Bohle cleaned out the flower display at the Community Center and purchased new plants and materials for the area. Weismantel moved to have the City pay for the materials, but Dupper volunteered to pay for it herself. Mayor thanked Dupper for her offer, and also thanked volunteers Quaschnick and Bohle for cleaning the area up.

Learned there is an elected officials’ workshop in Pierre July 20. Council approved attendance for those who can make it.

Discussed dogs running at large when Jill Strobel is unavailable or unable to catch them. Council advised that the finance officer can send a letter to pet owners, and that will be considered their official warning, so if their dog is later picked up, no fines and fees will be waived. 

Approved a $2,000 donation to Parks & Rec. Moved by Haak, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, motion carried. Mayor noted the ballfield area really needs to be mowed/sprayed earlier in the season or it’s tough to get a handle on it. Dupper will advise the Parks & Rec board.

Agreed to donate $200 to the Herreid Fire Dept. for fireworks display. Moved by Haak, second by Weismantel. All ayes, motion carried.

Learned that MDU changed the date of their planned power outage in Herreid to Wednesday, June 22nd, from 7 p.m. to about 1 a.m.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Approved the following building permits: K&B shed, 304 6th Ave. NE, move shed from Eugene Quaschnick, set east of K&B shed, reside it; KALM, 202 3rd Ave. SW Campsite, add 5 camper pads/hookups. Moved by Fuehrer to approved, second by Weismantel. All ayes, motion carried.

Next City Council meeting, Tuesday, July 5th at 7:30 p.m.

At 8:37 p.m., Fuehrer moved to go into executive session to discuss personnel, second by Haak. All ayes, motion carried. At 10:20 p.m., mayor declared them out of executive session. Dupper moved to set Holly Schumacher’s wage back to last year’s wage of $11 per hour, second by Weismantel. All ayes, motion carried.

Dupper moved to appoint Eugene Quaschnick to the vacant Ward III seat, second by Haak. All ayes, motion carried. Quaschnick will be seated at the July meeting. 

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 10:39 p.m.
