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CITY OF HERREID, SOUTH DAKOTA
OCTOBER 5, 2015

The Herreid City Council met in regular session Monday, Oct. 5, 2015 at City Hall at 7:30 p.m.

Mayor David Kary called the meeting to order with the following members present: Adrienne Dupper, Troy Fuehrer, James Haak, Patti Vander Vliet and Gary Weismantel. Also present were Tina Kary, finance officer; Dale Weisbeck, maintenance; Orland Geigle, Prairie Pioneer.

Approved the agenda. Moved by Haak, second by Dupper. All ayes, motion carried.

Approved Sept. minutes. Moved by Haak, second by Weismantel. All ayes, motion carried.

Heard from Weisbeck that he attended the state auction as advised to look at heater boxes for hot mix. Council approved spending up to $2,500, but the last bid came back to him at $2,700 so he bowed out. 

Approved Sept. bills. Moved by Dupper, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, motion carried.

Learned that Code Enforcement official Mike Olsen and the finance officer continue to hear from property owners who plan to take care of items addressed in their notices. Olsen will be back in the area next week to do further inspections. 

Learned that seal coating of the streets went smoothly and the crew was in and out quickly. Weisbeck noted he tried to focus on areas rather than jump around doing just random spots, and hopes to cover more areas with next year’s larger budget.

Discussed the drainage issues in the boulevard on Ash St. Mayor met with K&B Construction, and they noted concerns about being able to get the area to drain due to it being so flat and only a half inch difference from one end to the other. Discussed other possibilities and advised Weisbeck to look into it further.  

Met with Steve Lehrkamp, who requested City water & sewer services to property he owns on the southwest part of town, adjacent to city limits, but just outside the boundaries, where he plans to put up a shop. Weisbeck met with him last week, and it was determined that hooking onto the City sewer system in that area would not be an option, but water was a possibility. The City’s line ends on the east side of the highway, so it would involve boring under the highway and running water lines quite a ways south, as well as an additional hydrant. Lehrkamp would like to get started as quickly as possible, and council noted, for future development, it would probably be in the City’s best interest to have water available in that area. Lehrkamp noted he has equipment and offered to do some digging if the City could get the water line to the edge of his property (in City limits) and he would be responsible for the rest. T. Kary noted that because of the work involves a state highway and right-of-way, she would likely have to file permits/applications and get State approval. Fuehrer moved to put in a hydrant and get City water to the west side of the highway, second by Dupper. All ayes, motion carried. 

Adjourned as the City Council and reconvened as a Board of Adjustment, moved by Haak, second by Fuehrer, All ayes, motion carried. 
Held a Public Hearing, as advertised, to consider Clinton Kost’s request to rezone Lots 22, 23, & 24, Block 2, North Addition, from R-1 residential district to B-1 general business, which would allow him to build commercial storage units. No one appeared at the public hearing to speak, but T. Kary read a letter from adjacent property owner, Annette Heinle, stating she had no objection to the zoning change or the proposed storage units. Weismantel moved to rezone, second by Fuehrer. Motion passed on a 6-0 vote (mayor is a voting member of the Board of Adjustment)

Adjourned as a Board of Adjustment and reconvened as the City Council, moved by Haak, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, motion carried. 

Met with Nathan Arbach, who is considering putting up commercial storage units north of the Clayton & Holly Randall residence, and just east of Brander Bros. building along 10th Ave. Arbach inquired about the zoning in the area, and the possibility of extending Ford St. to the north, which would serve as access to the units. City Attorney Mark Kroontje previously advised T. Kary that the area is zoned light industrial, and commercial storage units would be allowable. A question was again raised about City limits, and T. Kary advised that an annexation a few years ago brought in the entire Camp 83 property, but she wasn’t sure if this area was included. It was noted that if not in city limits, the area could be considered for annexation. Arbach said he has not purchased the property yet, but just wanted to be sure storage units would be allowed and if the City would consider the extension of Ford St. Dupper moved to extend Ford St. north if he decides to build, second by Weismantel. All ayes, motion carried. T. Kary will do more research. 

Learned that many non-residents have been using the City rubble site, and the mayor wondered if the City may have to consider manning the site. It was noted that it wouldn’t be fair to penalize residents by locking it up, but the City may have to do more to control who uses it, and what is taken out there. Mayor asked everyone to give it some thought and consider options for next year, which could be a busy one at the rubble site when volume is likely to increase with the new code enforcement regulations.

Learned that a seal leak is the cause of the foggy/dirty looking front door at City Hall. House of Glass in Aberdeen installed the doors originally, and quoted a price of $853 to replace the glass, as well as the closer, which is leaking oil and causing the door to slam shut. Moved by Fuehrer to go ahead with replacements, second by Weismantel. All ayes, motion carried. 

Learned that several more people have tripped or almost fallen on the sidewalk in front of City Hall.  K&B Construction submitted a quote of $1,550 to replace 27’ of sidewalk in front and add rebar. Innovative Foundation submitted a price quote of $1,200 to “poly-level” the sidewalk in front of City Hall to the south corner, including the south side of City Hall where the new sidewalk has also settled. Dupper moved to go with local contractors K&B Construction, second by Haak. All ayes, motion carried. Work will be completed this fall.

Discussed the humidity/smell in City Hall, which can be quite unpleasant. Innovative Foundation submitted a price quote of $1,750 (includes delivery and installation) for a Sani-Dry unit, which would be set up in the basement and is a commercial air purifier/dehumidifier. The rep noted the floor joists are rotting from the extreme moisture, and city records that are kept in the basement are very damp. Dupper also noted concerns about the air quality in the building. Weismantel moved to purchase the unit, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, motion carried.   

Approved a request from the Community Foundation for $250 for expenses (postage/advertising, etc.) and also agreed to have T. Kary put together a couple of prize packages for the Foundation’s annual bingo fund-raiser Sunday, Nov. 1. Moved by Dupper, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, motion carried.

Approved building permit: Robert Weisbeck, 305 4th Ave. NE, 32’x52’ garage; Clinton Kost, 509
Birch St. NE, 36’x75’ commercial storage units; Herman Schumacher, 604 Main St. NW, 
replace south basement wall, remodel. Moved by Fuehrer to approve, second by Haak. All ayes,
motion carried.

Discussed the need to prepare job descriptions for city employees, as well as review personnel 
handbook. Dupper, Haak, Vander Vliet and D. Kary will serve as the committee.

At 8:45 p.m., Weismantel moved to go into executive session, second by Dupper. All ayes,
motion carried. At 9:15 p.m., mayor declared meeting out of executive session. No action taken. 

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 9:18 p.m.
