OFFICIAL PROCEEDINGS
CITY OF HERREID, SOUTH DAKOTA
SEPTEMBER 9, 2015

The Herreid City Council met in regular session Wed., Sept. 9, 2015 at City Hall at 7:30 p.m.

Mayor David Kary called the meeting to order with the following members present: Adrienne Dupper, Troy Fuehrer, James Haak, Patti Vander Vliet & Gary Weismantel. Also present were Tina Kary, finance officer & Dale Weisbeck, maintenance.

Approved agenda. Moved by Weismantel, second by Haak. All ayes, motion carried.

Approved Aug. 3rd minutes. Moved by Dupper, second by Weismantel. All ayes, motion carried.

Heard from Weisbeck that the pickup needs tires and the State will be holding a Public Auction in Aberdeen on Monday, and are selling 2 asphalt heaters for hot mix. Council advised him to attend, and if one looked good, authorized him to spend up to $2,500. Advised Kary to check into payment options, etc.

Approved Aug. bills. Moved by Dupper, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, motion carried

Learned that the Code Enforcement official has sent out more notices, and both he and the finance officer have received some calls inquiring about the time frame to make repairs, etc. Both reported it has gone well, and for the most part, the property owners they are dealing with want to comply with code. T. Kary reported on possible “Rehab Grants” that may be available to some property owners (whether they received a notice from the City or not) to help with painting, roof repair/replacement, energy efficient doors & windows, etc. They must meet income guidelines and have to be listed as “owner/occupied” status on their property taxes. If approved for funds, a pre-inspection is required to ensure the property is actually worth fixing, and a post inspection to make sure repairs/replacements funded were actually completed. If anyone is interested or wants more information on the program, they can call the finance officer who can help them with the process and application.

Learned that Jensen’s Rock & Sand advised T. Kary that they could do the street repairs for about $5,300 less than Bituminous quoted. She contacted Bituminous, and they advised they would allow the City to break the contract with no penalty or fees. Because Bituminous had not planned to start work until after the council’s Sept. meeting, the mayor advised both parties the matter would go back to the council. After some discussion, council members felt the City should honor the contract they signed, and one member noted that Bituminous did a very good job in Linton. T. Kary will advise both contractors. (NOTE: Bituminous confirmed the next day they plan to do street work Sept. 17-18, weather permitting.)

Heard from Weisbeck that it would be unlikely to get the pool painted this year. He will be looking at the sand filter again, but a plumber will likely need to be called in. 

Discussed drainage issues in the boulevard on Ash St. and Weisbeck said K&B Construction advised it would be unlikely to work on it this fall. The council felt waiting until the spring was not a good option as that is when the situation is the worst. Advised Weisbeck to look for another contractor, and Fuehrer said he would make a few calls and if he finds someone interested, he will have them contact Weisbeck or Kary. 

Held a public hearing, as advertised, to discuss the petition submitted my Robert & Leticia Weisbeck & Delmer Droog to vacate a street. No one appeared at the hearing to comment, but Haak reported a resident contacted him about the City “closing more streets.” Some noted this has not been maintained as a City street, there is other access in the area, and vacating the street to allow for development is in the City’s best interest. Fuehrer moved to adopt Resolution Approving Vacation of Street, second by Dupper. All ayes, motion carried. 

Held the 2nd reading & adoption of the 2016 Appropriations Budget, with a levy request of $99,345.00. Weismantel moved to adopt, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, motion carried.

Held a public hearing to consider a temporary liquor license for the Firefighters’ Auxiliary for their annual fun night Oct. 16th. No one appeared to comment on application. Moved by Dupper to approve, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, motion carried.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Reviewed a report prepared by T. Kary after meeting with Corps of Engineers officials following their inspection of the dike. Areas of concern include filling in animal burrows, stabilizing a pretty big crack on the north end, filling in ruts from 4-wheelers, thinning some trees and brush & a recommendation to implement a pest extermination plan. Advised Weisbeck to begin working on some of the issues noted. While they don’t make the determination, the officials noted they were pleased with the steps taken recently in an attempt to get the project back to active status and eligible for funding. The City should have an answer by Oct. or Nov.

Met with City attorney Mark Kroontje to discuss a building permit submitted by Clinton Kost, who would like to put up a 36’x75’ commercial storage unit at 509 Birch St. NE, which is just south of the current K&B Construction building on 6th Ave. NE. The area is zoned residential, which would require the City Council, sitting as a Board of Adjustment, to grant a variance to change the zoning to allow the building. Kost previously advised T. Kary that he has talked to the neighbors and they are ok with it, but Kroontje said the City has to follow proper procedure and go through the steps of a public hearing and various notifications. The council will meet as a Board of Adjustment at 8:00 p.m. Oct. 5th, during their regular monthly meeting. Advised Kroontje to handle all notices.  

Approved the following building permits: KLAM, LuCinda Haak, 207 Dike St., Replace
shingles; Roadhouse Bar & Grill, 111 Main St. N., repair fire damage; Bill Fischer, 104 Main St. 
NW, paint, metal work, replace back door; Gilbert Orth, 225 Main St. S., paint house and car 
shed; replace shingles on south side of shed. Moved by Fuehrer to approve, second by Haak. All 
ayes, motion carried.

Discussed the possibility of pursuing funds for a walking/bike trail along the dike. Estimated cost 
is approximately $400,466, but the City could apply for a grant to cover 81.95% of the project.
T. Kary said additional grant funds would be available to Herreid through the CDC as part of the 
fitness promotion program we are currently participating in, as well as other grant money 
through the State Health Dept. to make communities more “walkable.” T. Kary explained that
any additional grant funds she could secure would count as part of the City’s 18.05% of costs, 
as well as any in-kind work or site preparation completed by the City, which could reduce the
City’s costs considerably. She added that if interested in pursuing, the City would have to start 
working on plans this fall to have the application ready by spring. If approved, the City could
still back out of the project if the other grants fell short or council just decided not to pursue.
With the exception of the mayor and Dupper, other members expressed strong opposition to the
project, noting they didn’t think the trail would be used very much, didn’t like the location and
felt there are plenty of places to walk/bike around town. The project will be dropped.

Approved Kary attending NEFOG meeting in Aberdeen Sept. 23 and Election School in Pierre, 
Nov. 19. Moved by Dupper, second by Weismantel. All ayes, motion carried.

Had a request from Key to Fitness members for a tread climber for the fitness center. A lack of space and funds was noted, but Dupper will look into possible used equipment options.

Thanked the Rossow Reunion Fund (Gladys Fjeldheim, treasurer) for the $371.29 donation made recently to the Perpetual Care Fund. Mayor noted the City’s appreciation for their support. 

Learned that Justin Goetz volunteered to help out in the pool office toward the end of the season, and ended up working quite a few hours. He was not hired by the council, and there was some confusion as to the actual staffing needs at that time. Mayor suggested meeting with asst. pool manager Holly Randall and Weisbeck to discuss further, and just do a general wrap up of how things went at the pool this year, any suggestions or concerns for next year, etc. Will invite Randall to the Oct. meeting.

Went into executive session at 8:49 p.m. Moved by Weismantel, second by Dupper. All ayes, motion carried. Mayor declared them out of executive session at 9:30 p.m. Upon coming out of executive session, no action taken.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 9:32 p.m.
