OFFICIAL PROCEEDINGS
CITY OF HERREID, SOUTH DAKOTA
AUGUST 3, 2015

The Herreid City Council met in regular session Monday, Aug. 3, 2015 @ City Hall @ 7:30 p.m.

Mayor David Kary called the meeting to order with the following members present: Adrienne Dupper, Troy Fuehrer, James Haak, Patti Vander Vliet and Gary Weismantel. Also present were Tina Kary, finance officer; Dale Weisbeck, maintenance & Orland Geigle, Prairie Pioneer.

Approved the agenda. Moved by Dupper, second by Haak. All ayes, motion carried.

Approved the July minutes. Moved by Weismantel, second by Dupper. All ayes, motion carried.

Weisbeck had nothing to report.

Approved July bills. Moved by Dupper, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, motion carried.

Held the 2nd Reading & Adoption of the 2012 International Building Code and International Property Maintenance Code. Moved by Fuehrer, second by Weismantel. All ayes, motion carried.

Learned that Code Enforcement Official Mike Olson has completed most reports, but needs to know how the council wants to proceed. He said he could send a friendly “request” for cooperation, and those who don’t comply by spring will be given a second notice and a deadline to complete the cleanup, or he could go straight to the official notice, with 60 days to comply. Council advised to go with a friendly request at this time, which will allow ample time for cleanup efforts to get underway. Olson also suggested the City encourage property owners to put house numbers on their houses/businesses so emergency responders can find them. 

Accepted the proposal from Bituminous Paving to seal coat some streets, just over 25,000 square yards at approximately $49,432.50, but price could vary if City handles the sweep up work, adds or deducts areas, etc., but cost will not exceed $50,000. Moved by Weismantel, second by Dupper. All ayes, motion carried. 

Discussed the standing water issue on the boulevard on Ash Street. One option was to lay PVC pipe along the curb to direct the water north. Bob Strand, one of the property owners, said if the pipe was cut (length-wise) and laid in there, it would be easier to keep it clean and the water flowing. Weisbeck noted that may work, but likely a temporary fix, and wondered about pouring a small concrete path for the water to run along. The mayor noted the concrete sounded like a better option, but added the City would need to get the slope just right for the water to flow north to the outlet. Vander Vliet asked if the City takes care of drainage problems for these residents, will they have to solve drainage problems for everyone else, noting her dad has drainage issues in his backyard. In the past, the City has gotten somewhat involved with drainage/water flow, but with the situation on Ash Street, the water actually pools in the City right-a-way. Advised Weisbeck to look into it further and get cost estimates.
Reviewed price quotes to contract 5,000 gallons of propane. Weismantel moved to go with Slater Oil at $.63/gal for the first fill in August, and $.88.3/gal for the remainder of the contract, second by Haak. All ayes, motion carried.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Learned that the county agreed to cover 25% ($1,000) of the City’s cost to produce maps. Moved by Weismantel to go along with GIS Workshop’s proposal to prepare a City boundary map at a cost of $3,000 to the City, second by Haak. All ayes, motion carried. 

Learned that the City was approved for a $2,026.00 mosquito control grant. Vander Vliet asked about paying Weisbeck additional salary for getting certified to spray for mosquitoes. At the June meeting, it was noted that he is paid overtime ($26.25/hr.) when he sprays, and discussion at that time was whether being certified was just a requirement of the job, or warranted additional pay, but no decision was made. Mayor noted this was a personnel issue to be discussed in executive session & not on the agenda, but will be put on the Sept. agenda. Had requests to spray more often, and Weisbeck noted he has sprayed 5 times this year, but explained that people don’t understand that the chemical actually has to land on a mosquito to kill it, so spraying kills very few mosquitoes. Some council members thought he was spraying enough, while others noted it makes people feel better if they see the City spray more often.

Have not received labor estimates to paint the pool, but Weisbeck said it’s unlikely anyone will get here this fall yet, but maybe in the spring. A robotic vacuum was brought in for a demo, and it made it up the steep incline of the deep end. Rec Supply of Bismarck quoted a price of $2,620.80 with a trade in of current vacuum cleaner, or $2,850.00 straight out. Weisbeck noted current vacuum is worth more than the low trade-in value being offered. Reports of intentional clogging of toilets at the public bathrooms at the pool park, so may have to pull all toilet paper out if some continue to use it to make a mess. Also noted that the sand filter, while repaired last year, may need to be replaced as it is rusted through. Will look at it again after the pool closes. 

Learned that T. Kary spoke to the Corps of Engineer inspector again, and he now agreed that he would allow residents to mow the portion of the dike adjacent to their property. He cautioned that if he sees any issues with ruts, bare vegetation, grass piles, etc., he will then require all mowing be handled by the City. Weisbeck noted it looks nicer when it’s mowed, and encourages adjacent property owners to continue to do so. T. Kary reported that the Dike inspection is scheduled for Aug. 24th, and the City has taken care of the Corps biggest concerns, so she expects Herreid will be placed back on the active list and eligible for federal funding.

Reviewed a petition filed by Robert & Leticia Weisbeck and Delmer Droog to vacate a street located between their properties on Cedar St., citing no recollection of it ever being used as a street, or maintained by the City as a street. A public hearing was set for Wednesday, Sept. 9th @ 8:00 p.m. to consider the request. Moved by Weismantel, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, motion carried. Anyone wishing to comment on the request may do so at the hearing. If approved, the street would be divided equally and become the property and responsibility of the Weisbeck’s and Droog, who would also pay property taxes on the additional footage. 

Held the 1st reading of the 2016 Budget, which includes additional funds for more street work, Code Enforcement and some anticipated additional pool expenses. T. Kary, HEDC sec./treas., noted HEDC members agreed to forego some of their budget funds if it will be used for code enforcement clean up, as the group supports the City’s efforts to clean up properties and sees it as a positive move for economic development. Total tax levy, $99,345. Moved by Fuehrer to approve the first reading, second by Haak. All ayes, motion carried.    
Approved building permits: Ed Allbee, 406 Tower St. NW (barn/shed) metal roof; Doug Fuchs
208 4th Ave. NW, replace roof; Evan Salverson, 208 3rd Ave. NE, replace sidewalk. Moved by 
Weismantel, second by Dupper. All ayes, motion carried.

Discussed the possibility of again seeking funds for a walking/bike trail along the dike. The City had been approved for funds in the past, but decided against pursuing. Cost estimates, based on original plans, are now just over $400,000. Best case scenario for funding would be almost 82% in grant funds, with the City picking up the remaining 18% of costs, but any in-kind work done by the City would count toward the 18%. T. Kary noted that Campbell County was recently identified as one of 6 counties in the State with the highest obesity rates, and currently working with the CDC & SDSU Extension on ways to combat the problem. Holly Randall is the local coordinator, and a couple of public meetings were held recently to learn more about the program and identify areas in the community that may help or hinder a fit lifestyle. T. Kary advised that while there is no guarantee, there is a possibility of obtaining some grant funds through the CDC program that could also be used as part of the City’s matching funds. If the City wants to proceed, application for the State grant would be made in 2016, with construction set for 2017, while the CDC program ends in Oct., 2017. As in the past, the City could file an application, and even if approved, would be under no obligation to proceed with the project. Some council members noted they didn’t like the location, and some adjacent property owners were apparently opposed to the project last time, while some residents were disappointment that the City did not go through with the project. One council member wondered if the money could be used to surface the School’s dirt track around the football field instead, as many currently walk out there. Took no action.

Learned the SDML Conference is Oct. 7-9 in Watertown for those who want to attend.

Approved Weisbeck attending a DENR workshop in Aberdeen on Aug. 13th. 

Set a public hearing for Sept. 9th at 8:15 p.m. to consider a Temporary Liquor License request for the Firefighters Auxiliary annual fun night, Oct. 16.

Changed the Sept. meeting date to Wednesday, Sept. 9, 2015 @ 7:30 p.m. due to Labor Day.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 8:37 p.m.
