The Herreid City Council met as the local review board of equalization Monday, March 21, 2016 at 6:30 p.m. at City Hall.

Chairman David Kary called the meeting to order with the following present: Adrienne Dupper, Troy Fuehrer, Patti Vander Vliet, Gary Weismantel and school board representative, Justin Goehring. Absent: James Haak. Also present: Tina Kary, finance officer and Orland Geigle, Prairie Pioneer.

Approved the agenda. Moved by Weismantel, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried.
                   
[bookmark: _GoBack]The board reviewed the 2016 Real Property Assessment List. No appeals were filed, but chairman Kary previously requested new DOE, Jill Hoogeveen, attend the meeting with a list of all property sales in Herreid for the past 2-3 years. He also asked for a better explanation on the process of determining values, etc., and she indicated she would attend the meeting but did not show up. 

While some assessed values increased for obvious reasons (house was completed, major remodeling or improvement) some members couldn’t understand why other values changed or remained the same. D. Kary noted a house that reportedly sold for a considerably higher amount than the assessed value, and while that property’s assessed value did increase (but still below what it allegedly sold for) many similar homes did not see an increase in value, while others seemed to go up randomly. He also reported an occupied mobile home was assessed at a lower value than an abandoned mobile home, and wondered how that was possible.  

Dupper, who works in the DOE’s office, answered some general questions about the process, but advised that more specific concerns/questions be addressed with Hoogeveen directly.

After further discussion, D. Kary made a motion to set the entire assessment roll back to 2015’s values, based on not having enough information to substantiate the 2016 values, and the apparent randomness of changes that were made, second by Fuehrer. Motion passed on a 5-0 vote with Dupper abstaining. 

There being no further business, the Local Review Board of Equalization adjourned at 7:01 p.m.

SPECIAL MEETING

MARCH 16, 2015
(Immediately following Equalization Meeting)

Mayor David Kary then called the meeting to order as a City Council.

Approved the agenda. Moved by Weismantel, second by Dupper. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried.

Learned that the City will no longer need to extend the water line to the south at this time, as WEB Water has agreed to take on Steve Leherkamp as a customer. Larry Rossow, who planned to tap into the proposed waterline that was set to run in front of his property, has now withdrawn his request, indicating he does not want the City to bore under the highway to extend a service just for him. In the future, if there is development on the west side of the highway and that water line is brought over, Rossow said he would likely tap in at that time. 

Held the 1st Reading of Revised Ordinance No. 2012-01 to increase the sewer surcharge from $12.85 per month to $14 per month in order to be in compliance with the terms of the City’s wastewater loan agreement. Moved by Fuehrer to approve, second by Dupper. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried. 

Held the 1st Reading of Ordinance No. 2016-02 to increase disconnect and reconnect fees to $30, with the additional $5 going directly to debt retirement. Moved by Weismantel, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried.  

Met with City Attorney Mark Kroontje to discuss the application process and regulations for the liquor license holder at the Community Center. Kroontje noted this was something the City has never dealt with before, where no local businesses or non-profit was interested in obtaining the license, so the City had to go outside the community. Jeff Christman  of Grumpy’s in Pollock, and Lisa Teeler of the Fin & Feather, Pollock, and Oahe Sunset Lodging & Steakhouse, West Pollock, have both expressed interest in applying for the license. Based on her experience with the Community Center rentals and previous liquor license holders, T. Kary worked with the attorney on some issues that should be addressed in the policy, as well as pointing out some state statutes that apply. Moved by Dupper to adopt the policy, and set the license fee at $250.00, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried. 

The council decided to hold a drawing to determine who would be offered the license. Lisa Teeler’s name was drawn, and she will get first opportunity to submit the application. If for some reason she does not like the terms of the policy/regulations, or is no longer interested, the application will be offered to Christman.  

With an event scheduled as early as May 7th, the council needs to hold a hearing as soon as possible, but must also meet notice requirements, etc. The council set a Public Hearing for Monday, April 11th @ 6:30 p.m.

Went into executive session with city attorney for legal matters at 7:28 p.m. Moved by Weismantel, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried.

At 7:42 p.m., the mayor declared them out of executive session. No action taken.  

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 7:45 p.m.
