OFFICIAL PROCEEDINGS
CITY OF HERREID, SOUTH DAKOTA
MAY 4, 2015

The Herreid City Council met in regular session Monday, May 4, 2015 at City Hall at 6:30 p.m.

Mayor David Vander Vliet called the meeting to order with the following members present: Adrienne Dupper, Myron Rieker and Gary Weismantel. Absent: Joanne Bauer, Clayton Randall & Mark Vojta. Also present were City Attorney Mark Kroontje; Tina Kary, Finance Officer; Orland Geigle, Prairie Pioneer; James Haak, Troy Fuehrer & David Kary.

Mayor Vander Vliet called the meeting to order, noting a quorum not present (and unavailable by phone) Under the advisement of Kroontje, mayor tabled old business to new business for the new council to handle once they were seated. Moved by Dupper, second by Rieker. 3 ayes, motion carried. 

Rieker and Vander Vliet did not seek re-election, and they were thanked for their years of service to the City. Dupper made cakes in appreciation of their efforts, and members wished them well. 

Administered the Oath of Office to Adrienne Dupper for a 2-year term as Ward II council member, and to David Kary, 2-year term as Mayor.

For the vacant Ward III seat, Dupper appointed Troy Fuehrer, second by Weismantel. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried. Administered Oath of Office.

For the vacant Ward I seat, Weismantel appointed James Haak, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried. Administered Oath of Office.

Approved agenda. Moved by Weismantel, second by Haak. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried.

Approved April bills. Moved by Weismantel, second by Dupper. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried.

Approved April 15th minutes. Moved by Dupper, second by Haak. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried.

Accepted the resignation of council member Joanne Bauer, who did not seek re-election. Moved by Dupper, second by Weismantel. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried.

Heard a report of a broken window on a vacant house and animals have been seen coming and going from the property. Advised T. Kary to contact the property owner.

Learned that the original Plat of Lester Kost property around the MDU substation had an error as to where a road easement was located. Council authorized city attorney to correct the easement. Moved by Fuehrer, second by Weismantel. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried.

Discussed the possibility of purchasing a robotic vacuum cleaner for the pool. Council noted Dale Weisbeck and Holy Schumacher should discuss and make a recommendation to the board. 

Approved the hiring of Faith Haak as a lifeguard at a rate of $9 per hour for the first 100 hours worked, $10 for hours worked between 101-200 and $11/hour for hours worked over 200. Moved by Weismantel, second by Haak. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried.
Heard from Kroontje that he will be publishing the Notice to Remove regarding the one owner who did not license or remove their vehicles. Discussion was held on whether or not to pursue the removal or licensing of abandoned vehicles every year, and a comment was made that if it’s not continually looked at, it would appear that some people were targeted the past year, while others in the future will be left alone. Council members will take a look around town and report back at the June meeting.  

Reviewed the vacant property list. T. Kary has found someone from the Sioux Falls willing to inspect properties in Herreid, but he advised that the City should work with their attorney to adopt the 2015 Building Codes. Kroontje advised he will be attending Code Enforcement meetings this month and will get more information, but did advise that involving a building inspector was going to be necessary to proceed as in the past. Mayor advised Kary to get specific cost estimates and figures from building inspector and report back in June.

Made 2015-2016 nominations and appointments. Dupper nominated Weismantel for President, Haak second. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried. Weismantel nominated Dupper for Vice-President, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried. Weismantel and Dupper will be on the signature card at the bank and have authorization to sign checks. In other appointments, Dale Weisbeck was appointed manager of the Water, Sewer, Streets, Rubble Site and Parks departments; Finance Officer-Tina Kary; Pool Mgr.-Weisbeck; Assistant-Holly Schumacher; Cemetery-Perpetual Care, Willis Van Heukelom; Police-County Law; NECOG- D. Kary & Weismantel; Economic Development Board-Weismantel and T. Kary; WEB Water-D. Kary; Designated Bank-Campbell County Bank, Herreid; Newspaper-Prairie Pioneer; Finance Committee-Dupper and Weismantel; Recreation (pool and parks)-Dupper and Vojta; Street Lighting-D. Kary and Weismantel; Rubble Site and Cemetery-Vojta, Weismantel and Fuehrer; Community Betterment-Haak, Fuehrer and Weismantel; Ordinances: Haak and D. Kary; Skateland (CAG)-Weismantel; Code Enforcement-Dupper and D. Kary; Building Permits-Dupper, Fuehrer and Haak.

Declared May 18-23 as "Clean Up Week" and urge residents to clean up property, keep yards (and boulevards) mowed and weeds under control. Rubble Site will be open extended hours.

Approved the Malt Beverage applications from Herreid Valu Market and Herreid Super Stop. Moved by Weismantel, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried.

Heard from T. Kary that “Certificates of Insurance” from all sub-contractors will be required to be on file and reviewed by the insurance auditor every year. If certificates are not on file, the sub-contractors will be classified and rated as if they are City “employees” which would cause an increase in Work Comp rates. Kary will send notices to any sub-contractors used in the last few years, and will have to request that info from any new sub-contractors.

Reviewed DENR’s report from a recent Rubble Site inspection. It was noted that the compost pile looked good, but some reports of unauthorized waste were reported at the Rubble Site (cardboard, plastic, clothing, household garbage newspapers/magazines) and reports of some items being in the wrong area. Council reminds residents that many of the unauthorized items at the Ruble Site can and will be picked up by the garbage hauler, and to be more aware as to what items are allowed at the site. Advised T. Kary to put a notice in the paper about Clean Up week and a reminder about unauthorized waste. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Approved building permits: Laurance Rossow, 228 Main St. S., 36’x56’ storage/repair shop. Moved by Weismantel, second by Vojta. All ayes, motion carried. Council noted the City will have to get water and sewer to the property line.
Discussed the procedure of the finance officer renewing/increasing CD’s accordingly at the bank, and then reporting any updates/changes to the council monthly. T. Kary asked if the council would like to change the policy and require a second signature and/or council minutes to approve any CD changes, and they advised her to continue to handle as it has been for years.

At 7:30 p.m., Weismantel moved to go into executive session pursuant to SDCL 1-25-2 personnel and legal, second by Dupper. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried. Kroontje joined the council for the session. At 8:00 p.m., Dupper moved to come out of executive session, second by Haak. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried. No action taken.

New council members were issued W-4’s to complete; received notice that the City offers no health insurance benefits to council members or employees, and per Obamacare, are required to sign off that they received the notice and contact info if they are in need of health insurance; were given phone numbers/contact info of employees.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 8:25 p.m.
