OFFICIAL PROCEEDINGS
CITY OF HERREID, SOUTH DAKOTA
FEBRUARY 1, 2016

The Herreid City Council met in regular session Monday, Feb. 1, 2016 at City Hall at 6:30 p.m.

Mayor David Kary called the meeting to order with the following present: Adrienne Dupper, Troy Fuehrer, James Haak, Patti Vander Vliet and Gary Weismantel. Also present: Tina Kary, finance officer; Dale Weisbeck, maintenance; Orland Geigle, Prairie Pioneer.

Approved the agenda. Moved by Dupper, second by Haak. All ayes, motion carried.

Discussed the issue of skunks around town, including the one that sprayed a neighborhood this morning. T. Kary reported getting several calls about the skunk, but noted the City does not even furnish Weisbeck with a gun and wondered if that was his responsibility to take care of it. She contacted Sheriff Lacy Perman to see if they would handle skunks in town, and he advised they would be willing to, but the City would have to dispose of it. Council agreed that was a good option, but noted the sheriff or deputy may not be readily available, and some people may have to do what is necessary to protect their property/family/pets from the rodents. The mayor reminds residents who continue to set out food for stray cats that they are also attracting skunks and other varmint.   

Noted a typo in the Jan. 6 minutes on the finance officer’s salary, which is actually the same as the other full time employee at $18.50 per hour. Approved the minutes with the noted correction. Moved by Dupper, second by Weismantel. All ayes, motion carried.

Weisbeck had nothing to report.

Approved Jan. bills. Moved by Weismantel, second by Haak. All ayes, motion carried.

Learned that NCFE withdrew their variance request to expand their fertilizer pad to the street (4th Ave. SE) due to their concerns about building over the City water lines. 

Discussed the water line extension to the south that the City agreed to last fall. Another customer is interested in tapping into the line, and the council has now decided to bid the project rather than have the City maintenance department and Steve Lehrkamp handle most of the project, which will also require boring under US Hwy 83. Weisbeck & T. Kary were advised to work on the specs and advertise for bids to be opened at 6:45 p.m. on March 7, 2016. 

Set Equalization meeting for Monday, March 21, 6:30 p.m. Moved by Weismantel, second by Fuehrer. Those wanting to appeal their assessment must file an appeal by Thursday, March 17th, or the board will not be able to review the appeal. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Discussed garbage pick-up. While there are a couple of accounts that pay for and receive twice a week pick-up, the mayor noticed more customers setting out garbage on Wednesdays or requesting the additional pick up. He noted with the recent street repairs, and more planned this year, having the garbage truck on the streets twice a week instead of once is not a good idea. Also, it isn’t fair to the customers who pay double fees, while others are getting a second pick-up at no additional cost. Billy with Heartland Waste works hard to keep Herreid clean, but has been advised to only pickup garbage on Wednesdays for the few accounts that pay for the service. For any special circumstances, customers should call City Hall. Residents were also reminded to have their garbage out by 8 a.m. Friday. If anyone forgets and the truck has already gone down their street, garbage should just be set out the next week because the council does not want the truck on the streets multiple times each week. Everyone’s cooperation is appreciated.

Decided against inviting representatives with the state insurance pools to give insurance quotes as they have the past couple of years. Some council members noted the city’s insurance business should be kept local.

Learned that the Herreid has been chosen to host the SDML District 7 meeting on April 5th. Kary noted it is an honor to be chosen, but it does come with additional costs to the City if they want to provide appetizers, door prizes, etc. Council was ok with that, but advised her to ask for donations for door prizes before purchasing any. Jerry & April Madden will be catering the event, and the cost is $23 per person. The council agreed to continue to pay for council members, employees and their spouse. Anyone interested in attending should let Kary know by the March council meeting. Because there is currently no liquor license at the Community Center, T. Kary said the SAL has agreed to apply for a temporary liquor license. Set the public hearing for March 7th, 6:40 p.m., moved by Dupper, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, motion carried.

Discussed the lack of a liquor license at the Community Center, and the risk of losing rentals if a bar is not available for events. Because no locals have expressed interest in the license, the City has to consider opening it up to liquor license holders outside the community, where there has been some interest. The council discussed bidding for the license, requesting a percentage of sales and the possibility of requiring the license holder to allow local non-profits to operate the bar for their events. T. Kary cautioned that if the City gets too restrictive, businesses could lose interest in holding the license, and the license holder would likely have some concerns regarding their liability if they are required to allow others to operate a bar. She said she will have to discuss further with the state, as well as the City Attorney. She explained another option, if there is no annual license holder, is to issue a temporary liquor license for each event. The problem with that is it puts the burden on the renter to find a local non-profit or another liquor license holder willing to host the bar, and also making sure they contact the City with the details far enough in advance so the finance officer can publish notices, schedule public hearings, etc., and if the deadlines are missed, there is a risk of not getting a license. Council agreed it would be easier to just have one, permanent license holder each year. Advised T. Kary to get more info.

Approved building permit: Doug Frisvold, 302 Tower St. NW, 14’x20’ new shed. Moved by Weismantel to approve, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, motion carried. T. Kary said that Frisvold advised he is having the property surveyed, but he will set the shed at least 6 feet off of his property line.   	

Next council meeting will be March 7th at 6:30 p.m.

At 7:06 p.m., Dupper moved to go into executive session to discuss personnel, second by Haak. All ayes, motion carried. At 7:15 p.m., mayor declared out of executive session. Took no action. 

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 7:18 p.m.
