OFFICIAL PROCEEDINGS
CITY OF HERREID, SOUTH DAKOTA
FEBRUARY 2, 2015

The Herreid City Council met in regular session Monday, Feb. 2, 2015 at City Hall at 7:30 p.m.

Mayor David Vander Vliet called the meeting to order with the following present: Joanne Bauer, Adrienne Dupper, Myron Rieker, Mark Vojta & Gary Weismantel. Absent: Clayton Randall. Also present: Tina Kary, finance officer; Dale Weisbeck, maintenance; Orland Geigle, Prairie Pioneer; Irene Badger.

Approved the agenda. Moved by Rieker, second by Weismantel. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried.

Approved Jan. 5th minutes. Moved by Weismantel, second by Vojta. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried.

Heard from Weisbeck that Maguire Iron plans a water tower inspection, cost is $1,250.00. Moved by Dupper to approve, second by Rieker. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried.

Approved Jan. bills. Moved by Weismantel, second by Rieker. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried.

Approved notices drafted by city attorney regarding unlicensed vehicles. The sheriff’s dept. will deliver the notices this week. Residents will have 10 days to license or remove the vehicle, or the city will have it removed.

Agreed to advertise for lifeguard applications, and review at the March meeting.

Set Equalization meeting for Monday, March 16, 7:30 p.m. Those wanting to appeal their assessment MUST file an appeal by Thursday, March 12th, or the board will NOT be able to review the appeal. 

Learned that Ameripride, which handles Weisbeck’s weekly uniform and laundry service, asked Kary to sign a 5-yr contract, which she refused. Council advised the City will not enter any contracts, but would be willing to continue with the services as is, on a week to week basis.

Denied a homeowner’s request for partial forgiveness of a water bill due to a continuous leak. In the past, the City has not forgiven any water bills due to leaks, broken pipes etc.  

Learned that the Dennis Bates Family will be donating a TV to the Fitness Center, and Valley Telco has agreed to furnish free cable services. Council thanked them for their donations. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Declared an organ, wooden tables and chairs from the Community Center as surplus. Moved by Weismantel, second by Vojta. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried. The items were appraised at less than $500, so can be sold with no further notice. If interested, call the Finance Office.
Reviewed a balance sheet presented by the Housing & Redevelopment Commission. 

Received the annual NECOG report. 

Learned that the District Meeting will be held in Akaska on March 17, cost is $25 per person and the council agreed to continue to pay for council member/employees and their spouse/guest but will not pay mileage. Anyone interested in attending should let Kary know before Feb. 25th.

Learned that Campbell County was one of six SD counties identified as having a higher obesity rate, and eligible to participate in a “Wellness Program” that was made available through a grant facilitated by SDSU Extension. After a lengthy conversation with a Nutrition Specialist of Aberdeen, Kary noted that Holly Schumacher would be a good choice to serve as a “Community Champion” to assist with the development of a plan and work with a local committee. Council was supportive of the program, and advised Kary to contact Schumacher. Dupper volunteered to serve on the local committee.

Set the next council meeting for March 2nd at 6:30 p.m. and will meet with reps from the SD Insurance Pools and review insurance quotes.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 8:07 p.m.
