OFFICIAL PROCEEDINGS
CITY OF HERREID, SOUTH DAKOTA
JANUARY 5, 2015

The Herreid City Council met in regular session Mon., Jan. 5, 2015 at City Hall at 7:30 p.m.

Mayor David Vander Vliet called the meeting to order with the following members present: Joanne Bauer, Adrienne Dupper, Clayton Randall, Myron Rieker & Gary Weismantel. Absent: Mark Vojta. Also present: Tina Kary, finance officer; Orland Geigle, Prairie Pioneer.

Approved agenda. Moved by Weismantel, second by Bauer. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried.

Approved minutes from Dec. 1 & Dec. 30 meetings. Moved by Rieker, second by Dupper. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried.  

Heard from a council member who was approached about keeping the gutters clear so water can run to the storm sewer. Mayor will advise Weisbeck. Noted it was nice to have the streets cleared in the early morning hours Dec. 23rd. Heard from a council member who was asked about updating Fitness Center equipment, and possibly holding fundraisers, such as bake sales, to raise money. It was noted memberships are down, space is tight, and several new pieces of equipment have been purchased in recent years.

Learned that final notices have not gone out to those with unlicensed vehicles. Kary advised the City attorney has requested the council’s direction in handling one resident’s unlicensed vehicle. They were not issued the original notice, and are now out of state. Kroontje noted it would be quite costly to have the papers served now and wondered if the council would want to wait until the owner is back in the area. Council agreed to send the owner a courtesy notice now, and if the issue wasn’t taken care of when they returned, they would then get a final notice. Council told Kary to have the attorney proceed with the 10-day notice to remaining vehicle owners who have not complied, then proceed with removal. Final notices will be delivered by Sheriff’s Dept.

Adopted the following Statement of Support: “The City of Herreid supports a local option additional penny of municipal sales tax, with the approval of our voters, for specific infrastructure projects.” Moved by Weismantel, second by Randall. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried. If the bill were to pass, any City could specify a project (i.e. streets), a dollar amount needed, and the number of years the penny of sales tax would be enacted. The City would then be required to present the plan to the voters. If approved by an election, the tax would be in place until the time expires, or the dollar amount is reached. The tax could not be renewed without another vote of the citizens. The SD Municipal League will again introduce the bill, and supporters like the fact that it’s a completely local decision, made by the voters.  

Learned that the following terms are up in 2015: Mayor David Vander Vliet (2-yr. term); Ward I–Joanne Bauer (2-yr. term); Ward II–Adrienne Dupper (2-yr. term); Ward III–Clayton Randall (1-yr. term); Myron Rieker (2 yr.-term). Kary noted that new statute requires incumbents to actually file a petition if they want to remain in office, and they no longer automatically retain their position. Petition filing dates are Jan. 30 - Feb. 27, 2015.

Held a Public Hearing, as advertised, regarding the intent to enter into a 3-yr lease, with a 3-yr option, with Brandner Bros. Farms, Inc. for land near the airport. No one appeared before the council to comment. Moved by Randall to enter the lease, second by Bauer. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried.   

Approved the County Law Enforcement Agreement for $1,772.89 a month, an increase of $51.00. Moved by Weismantel, second by Rieker. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried.

Learned from County Auditor that the City actually did receive a portion of CPI money 3 years ago, so the 2015 tax levy request of $97,090 will be reduced by about $1,800.00.

Learned that Municipal Government Day will be held at the Legislature on Feb. 4, 2015.

Received notice from the PUC about public hearings that will be held to discuss the proposed pipeline project through Campbell County. The closest meeting is in Bowdle, Jan. 21. 

Increased garbage rates to cover the contract increase. Moved by Randall to increase residents from $12 to $15, and all commercial users $2.00 per cubic yard, with a minimum small commercial rate to increase from $17 to $19, and the largest commercial user to see an increase of about $36 per month, second by Dupper. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried. New rates will be in effect for bills that go out in March. 

Approved written requests by Road House Bar & Grill and The Water Hole to be open Super Bowl Sunday. Moved by Rieker, second by Weismantel. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried.

Met with Kathy Bohle of the Herreid Motel to discuss a proposed project to purchase the former supper club, tear it down and put up 6 new kitchen units and a laundromat. She has concerns about a possible shared wall with the north side of the City Shop/Fitness Center and wants to proceed with the City’s guidance. There is a possibility each building has its own brick wall, just butted up against each other, but either way it will be more difficult than tearing down a single structure. Bohle proposed the City hire the contractor, and possibly share the costs. While the council supported the concept, there were concerns about getting involved monetarily. A council member suggested possible help through the economic development. Kary, HEDC sec./treas., advised that the group is meeting on Thursday, and this item is on the agenda. While the council encouraged Bohle’s expansion, they did not want to commit financially at this time, but advised her to report back with more specific cost estimates. 

At 8:31 p.m., Weismantel moved to go into executive session to set payroll, second by Rieker. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried. At 9:03 p.m., Bauer moved to come out of executive session, second by Rieker. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried. Approved the following:

PAYROLL PUBLICATION: WHERE AS SDCL 6-1-10 provides that the governing board of each municipality shall publish with the minutes of the first meeting following the beginning of the fiscal year a complete list of salaries of all officers and employees and thereafter shall publish once any salary paid to any officer or employee who has been added or whose salary has been changed. The governing board shall publish, in their minutes, at least monthly, a total of payroll by department.
[bookmark: _GoBack]NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the entire wage schedule for the City of Herreid for the year 2015 be published as follows: David Vander Vliet - $500 per year plus $50 per meeting; Joanne Bauer, Adrienne Dupper, Clayton Randall, Myron Rieker, Mark Vojta and Gary Weismantel - $400 per year plus $40 per meeting; Dale Weisbeck, $17.50/hour (increase of $1.00; overtime rate of $26.25); salary set through 2016); Tina Kary, $17.50/hour (increase of $1.00; no overtime allowed and must flex hours worked over 40; salary set through 2016); Darlene Bates, $10.75/hour (increase of .25); Helen Thullner, $9.50/hour (increase of .25); Willis Van Heukelom, cemetery, $10.50/hour (no increase) and $12.50/hour, maintenance (no increase); Rick Quaschnick, $11.25 (increase of .25); Heather Kroontje, $10.25 (increase of .25) Pool salaries will be set at a later meeting. Additional seasonal help can be hired by the council, at a rate determined by the council, and all salaries will be published. The mayor and council will be paid quarterly, while all other employees will be paid monthly. Moved by Rieker to adopt payroll resolution, second by Randall. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried.
