OFFICIAL PROCEEDINGS
CITY OF HERREID, SOUTH DAKOTA
NOVEMBER 7, 2016

The Herreid City Council met in regular session Monday, Nov. 7, 2016 at City Hall at 7:30 p.m.

Mayor David Kary called the meeting to order with the following members present: Adrienne Dupper, Troy Fuehrer, Abbie McNeil, Eugene Quaschnick and Gary Weismantel. Absent: James Haak. Also present were Tina Kary, finance officer; Dale Weisbeck, maintenance; Orland Geigle, Prairie

Approved the agenda. Moved by Weismantel, second by Dupper. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried.

Approved the Oct. 3rd minutes. Moved by Dupper, second by McNeil. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried.

Weisbeck had nothing to report.

Approved October Claims. Moved by Dupper, second by Weismantel. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried. 

Heard an update on Code Enforcement. Mike Olson has made arrangements to have junk vehicles removed from two properties. One property owner advised that they would be selling/moving vehicles, and agreed to complete the project by Tues., Nov. 8th, and Olson advised that arrangements have been made for any remaining vehicles to be towed on Wed., Nov. 9th. Discussed some misconception about the abatement proceedings, and reiterated that when Olson was hired, he did his own assessment of the community with no directives by the City. Some property owners who have received notices have accused City employees or council members of not “liking” them, and claim that they were “targeted” for one reason or another, but that is not the case. Olson said previously that it is common for property owners who receive notices to turn around and report other properties. In many cases, he may already have a file on the property, but if he doesn’t, he will do an inspection to see if there is a legitimate concern or just a disgruntled property owner. On a few occasions, the finance officer has taken some photos, per Olson’s request, so he can verify compliance/violations and update his files, which saves him time, and the City money. A question was raised about a couple of the properties that owners indicated that repairs would be made, or property cleaned up, and it doesn’t seem like it’s getting done. The finance officer advised that Olson is happy with the progress the City has made, but in some cases, the contractors have just been swamped, and some properties changed hands late in the game, and the council granted extensions. Olson plans to come back in the spring, and abatement proceedings will begin on properties that have yet to comply and some new properties could be added to the list. Olson has indicted the council was very generous in allowing owners over a year to comply, but residents and property owners are well aware of the City’s efforts, and deadlines will not be as lengthy with the spring notices.  

Discussed the proposed water line extension to the northeast. Last month, it was reported that the sewer line runs past the lots recently purchased by the HEDC on 10th Ave. NE, but after further review, the sewer line does not go as far to the east as indicated on the map. There has been some discussion among development groups about the possibility of extending the sewer and water mains, and consider a loop to avoid a “dead end” in the water line, which would make this a larger project than first indicated and likely involve and engineer. The newly formed Herreid Area Housing Development, Inc. (HAHD) has since purchased one of the lots (Lot 5) from the HEDC, and started foundation work for a new house (see building permits) With that particular lot, the sewer main is close enough that contractors will just be able to tap into it, and just add a water service line, so the mains will not be involved, but in order to develop the lot further east (Lot 6) the sewer main would need to be extended, and possibly the water main if further development is expected. HAHD president Dick Werner has advised that the group intends to purchase Lot 6 and begin construction on another house as early as possible in the spring, and they would like reassurance that City water/sewer service will be ready and available. T. Kary noted that even if another house isn’t built as early as next spring, a condition of the HEDC’s purchase of the land stipulates that it must be developed within 3 years, or the seller has the right to buy back the property at a reduced price, so it’s highly likely that someone will build on it prior to 2019. There has also been some discussion among those groups about future development of additional property in the general area, which could require additional infrastructure work by the City. Weisbeck noted a sewer line running to the north is only a 6” line and put in before any development in the area, and if contractors and engineers are brought in, the City may want to look at replacing that with 8” sewer main. D. Kary noted that he doesn’t see a problem extending the mains so Lot 6 could be developed, but he would like some assurance that further development is possible and probable in the area before the City extends services to property that may never be developed. As decided last month, the Council was still in agreement to provide services to Lot 6 and bring on an engineer if that’s required, but will need more specifics by January or February so the City knows if they are looking at a much larger project.  

Heard from the finance officer that Gary Snow, environmental specialist of Pierre, stopped in again recently to check on the air quality of City Hall. She told him the smell seemed to be better in recent weeks, and her health issues don’t seem to be as severe as they were the last time he was here. Snow noted that he is currently dealing with so many reports of respiratory illnesses/reactions in a variety of buildings, and they have not determined one, single cause in those cases, but rather a variety of different issues. Snow advised that he would have concerns about a building this age and what he saw in the basement, but to identify the specific irritants or contaminates, it would likely require an assortments of tests, which could run upwards of $10,000. She advised him that the City would likely not pursue anything further at this time.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Heard from Weisbeck that he will wait until spring to begin working on the deficiencies noted in the Corps of Engineers recent inspection of the dike. The mayor noted that the City needs to stay on top of this to avoid the project becoming inactive again.  
 
Heard from Weisbeck that he is waiting for prices from Herreid Lumber for City Hall windows.
 
Decided against using surplus street budget funds to replace the 2001 City pickup. 

Heard from Weisbeck that he did not get prices for a skid steer bucket yet, and council noted it would be nice to get those numbers while there’s money in this year’s budget for it.

Held the second reading and adoption of amended Cemetery Ordinance #00-0-4 to increase the cost of a lot from $5 to $25. Moved by Fuehrer, second by Dupper. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried.

Learned that a sand filter for the pool has been ordered, and $3,000 will be paid in Dec., with the balance of $5,668.73 paid in 2017.

Reviewed the 2016 Pool Report, which shows revenue of $9,369.00, the highest revenue ever recorded since 1995, when T. Kary prepared the first detailed pool report. While swimming lesson fees did increase this year, there was no daily fee increase, and season passes have not been increased since 2005. Expenses were also at an all-time high of $52,830.86, but included painting the pool this year, and $3,000 toward the sand filter (though not paid yet, included in the report) Without those major expenses, the pool’s losses would have been similar to last year’s. Moved to approve by Dupper, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried. It was noted that the council may have to look at reducing guard coverage to two instead of three, look at fees, etc. but when a suggestion was made to close the pool if there are no swimmers or very few, it was noted that often causes more problems than not. McNeil noted the increased revenue shows that the pool is being used and an asset to the community, and members agreed that the City has to do what they can to keep it going. There are no major repairs expected for next year.

Moved by Fuehrer, 
second by McNeil. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried

Approved liquor license applications submitted by the Water Hole (On & Off Sale); Vilas (Wine); Kim Moser, Community Center (On Sale) Moved by Weismantel, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried. 

Held the 1st reading of Supplemental Budget #2016-05, $100,000 to the HEDC to address the housing shortage. Moved by Dupper, second by Weismantel. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried. 

Agreed to send Kary to Annual Report Workshop in Aberdeen Jan. 26. Moved by Fuehrer, second by Dupper. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried.

Agreed to pay 2017 SDML dues of $526.88; SD Gov. FO Assoc., $40 and SD Assoc. of Code Enforcement, $40. Moved by Weismantel, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried.

Next meeting, Dec. 5th @ 6:30 p.m. (winter meeting time)

Went into executive session to discuss personnel at 8:10 p.m. Moved by Weismantel, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, one absent. Motion carried. At 8:27 p.m., mayor declared them out of executive session. Took no action.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 8:30 p.m.
