OFFICIAL PROCEEDINGS
CITY OF HERREID, SOUTH DAKOTA
APRIL 4, 2016

The Herreid City Council met in regular session Monday, April 4, 2016 at City Hall at 7:30 p.m.

Mayor David Kary called the meeting to order with the following members present: Adrienne Dupper, Troy Fuehrer, James Haak, Patti Vander Vliet and Gary Weismantel. Also present: Tina Kary, Finance Officer; Dale Weisbeck, maintenance; Orland Geigle, Prairie Pioneer.

Approved the agenda. Moved by Dupper, second by Haak. All ayes, motion carried.

Approved the minutes from the March 7th & March 21st meetings. Moved by Haak, second by Weismantel. All ayes, motion carried.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Weisbeck had nothing to report. Mayor noted he is still getting calls about mess in front of the daycare and the alley/area behind the clinic. He looked at both areas again and suggested the area in front of the daycare be scraped out, and a new base course/gravel be put in. Weisbeck said the previous gravel had more “gumbo” but thinks the county may have better gravel now so will check into it. D. Kary noted Weisbeck had just bladed the alley behind the clinic when he checked it, and thought it looked good, but still has concerns about the area behind the clinic and the mess it would be for an ambulance crew back there. Advised Weisbeck to look at it again.

Approved March bills. Moved by Dupper, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, motion carried.

Learned that T. Kary applied for a grant for Fitness Center equipment. The deadline was today, so mayor advised her to submit it, but advised council can make the final decision on equipment purchase, or deny any grant funds, if approved, if they are not ready to purchase at this time. 

Approved Ordinance #2016-01 to increase the sewer surcharge. Moved by Fuehrer, second by Haak. All ayes, motion carried.

Approved Ordinance #2016-02 to increase disconnect/reconnect fees. Moved by Weismantel, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, motion carried.

Learned that Code Enforcement official Mike Olson will be back the week of April 18th to do final inspections on properties that received notices last fall, and look for any new violations. Once the next notices go out, property owners will have 60 days to take care of the violations, or the City can take care of it or hire someone to do the work, with all expenses being billed to the property owner. If they do not pay the bill, the fees will be assessed to their property taxes. 

Learned that the City dike will remain on the inactive list, meaning if there is a breech in the levee, Herreid will not be eligible for any federal funding. In a review of inspections from a couple of years ago, there were two main items the City did not address at that time, and did not come up in the FO’s discussions last spring/summer with Corps of Engineer officials. The two items that will keep the project on the inactive list are the road on the north end (by football field) will need to be built up and the toe on the south end will need to be filled in and smoothed out. Advised T. Kary to check on technical assistance that may be available to the City, and advised Weisbeck to begin working on the issues. He noted it could get costly and take quite a bit of fill, but council said they have to get the issues taking care of and the project active again. 

Received info from DOE Jill Hoogeveen advising that the local board could not roll back to 2015 values. After discussing the matter with the Dept. of Revenue, Hoogeveen advised that the local board could not act because they did not receive any appeals. T. Kary questioned if that makes the local board just a “board of appeals” which is the exact opposite of state statute, which says the purpose of the local board is to equalize assessments. One member questioned if it was worth the school and city’s time, efforts and money to even meet as a local board if no appeals are filed. T. Kary noted consolidation with the county board is an option, and the City requested it many years ago, but the county denied the request. Hoogeveen advised she will be doing a reassessment of all Herreid properties this summer in an attempt to equalize values.

Learned that the Town & Country Gals are no longer sure they will purchase a trailer for the Kans for Kids program, due to drop off in Mobridge no longer an option. Member Irene Badger advised T. Kary that they are aware that the City receives complaints when the cans are setting around, but the club has no control over the pickup schedule. If the program continues as is, Badger said they will try to keep the area as clean as possible. 

Met with Tom Mitzel and Arnie Hanson of Campbell County Insurance Agency to review a quote for the City’s insurance package. Total cost for the policy, as presented was $25,007.00 plus an additional $1,250.00 for the airport policy. There was some discussion on increasing the umbrella coverage, and extending an additional coverage to employees/council members who use their own vehicles for travel. Advised Mitzel to get a price on the latter. 

Discussed advertising for bids for chip sealing streets. The City budgeted $100,000 this year, and noted that while some streets are beyond chip sealing, $100,000 won’t touch the cost to grind out streets and put on a new overlay. T. Kary noted special assessments are the only real way to tackle such a big project in the near future, but is likely to meet with resistance from property owners. She wondered if it would be worth contacting an engineer to get an idea/cost estimate of what is the best way to spend the money now, and plan for future repairs. Advised her to get cost estimates, and invite interested engineers to April 11th meeting.

Approved the following building permits: Kenneth Allbee, 106 2nd Ave. NE, replace old fence and shed; Clinton Kost, 302 6th Ave NE, concrete pad around storage unit and driveway to the street – also requesting gravel on the east end of 6th Ave. to extend the street; Bruce Ochsner, 212 2nd Ave. NW, 23’x25’ house addition (east side). Moved by Dupper, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, motion carried. A building permit submitted by Valley Telco, 111 1st Ave. SW, 50’x120’ storage building was tabled due to questions and concerns about drainage and water runoff. Will invite VTC to attend the City’s next meeting on Monday, April 11th. 

Advised the finance officer apply for a mosquito control grant. 

Agreed to send Weisbeck to a mosquito control workshop in Aberdeen on April 27th. 

Denied a request from Mound City to spray for mosquitoes. Moved by Haak, second by Dupper. All ayes, motion carried. 

Agreed to send Kary to Finance Officer’s School in Spearfish, June 8 – 10. Moved by Weismantel, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, motion carried. 
Encouraged residents and property owners to clean up before the All-School Reunion, June 10-12. Heard a report on the proposed detour if a parade route down US Hwy 83 is approved. The route would include 3rd Ave. SW to Tower St. from the south and 7th Ave. NW from the north. Moved by Haak to approve, second by Weismantel. All ayes, motion carried. Truck traffic would not be allowed on City streets and directed 1 mile west. The sheriff’s dept. would be in radio contact on both ends of the truck route, and allow only one truck on the route at a time. 

Learned that the Parks & Rec committee is having a ball field cleanup day on Saturday, April 16th starting at noon (weather permitting) They will also be setting up some new playground equipment for the area and installing solar lights for the bathrooms. They invite everyone to help out if they can. They will provide burgers for all the volunteers.

Learned the HEDC purchased new “Welcome” banners for Main St. and asked if the City could hang them. Moved by Weismantel to approve, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, motion carried. 

Agreed to purchase a full-page ad in the Campbell Co. guide book that the Prairie Pioneer will be publishing. The cost is $410.00. Moved by Dupper, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, motion carried. 

Were reminded about the Public Hearing on Monday, April 11th @ 6:30 p.m.

Next regular meeting will be May 2, 2016 @ 7:30 p.m.

Discussed painting the pool. Weisbeck advised he has been trying to get quotes since last summer but they aren’t getting back to him. He also noted that it would be unlikely to find anyone to paint it this spring yet. Council advised him to continue to work on quotes. 

Reviewed the pool rates for 2016 and agreed to leave prices the same, but increase swimming lessons by $5 but have 10 classes instead of 8. The council agreed to pay up to $50 toward lifeguard swimsuits and up to $30 toward trunks, as well as 100% of lifeguards and WSI certification costs once they work 100 hours for the City, and also pay re-certification costs once the work any hours. Moved by Dupper, second by Haak. All ayes, motion carried.

Went into executive session at 9:33 p.m. to discuss personnel. Moved by Haak, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, motion carried. Mayor declared them out of executive session at 10:10 p.m. 

Upon coming out of executive session, Weismantel moved to hire all applicants for lifeguard positions, pending certification, second by Fuehrer. All ayes, motion carried. Candidates for asst. pool manager position will be interviewed. All employees will be named once salary is set. 

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 10:13 p.m.
